Communion  

True worship is the inability not to speak or sing the wonders of GOD or fulfill / follow his revealed will in your life 

What does it mean to truly worship?

At what time should we be worshiping?

What is the meaning of GODs holiness what does TOTAL SURRENDER LOOK LIKE? why worship how can we not worship 

That is how awesome the gift that we have is we have justification we are declared innocent we no longer have the sins that we have committed held against us he gave us the command as we go 

I want to look at a number of time in the bible that there is worship and what the heart is behind it. 

Noah built the alter in 

Gen 8:20  And Noah built an altar unto the LORD; and took of every clean beast, and of every clean fowl, and offered burnt offerings on the altar. 

Gen 8:21  And the LORD smelled a sweet savor; and the LORD said in his heart, I will not again curse the ground any more for man's sake; for the imagination of man's heart is evil from his youth; neither will I again smite any more every thing living, as I have done. 

Gen 8:22  While the earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest, and cold and heat, and summer and winter, and day and night shall not cease. 

There is a number of different things that I want to look at with this particular verse first of all GOD was pleased by the offering what was Noah heart hear it was that of focusing on GOD therefore the sacrifice was acceptable to GOD.  

We have looked at this verse before but I still think that it is a good verse There is a number of things that we can get from the same verse in this case I want you to look at that his dancing was for the Lord and that it was his form of worship along with offerings.

2Sa 6:13  And it was so, that when they that bore the ark of the LORD had gone six paces, he sacrificed oxen and fatlings.
2Sa 6:14  And David danced before the LORD with all his might; and David was girded with a linen ephod.
Act 16:23  And when they had laid many stripes upon them, they cast them into prison, charging the jailer to keep them safely: 

Act 16:24  Who, having received such a charge, thrust them into the inner prison, and made their feet fast in the stocks. 

Act 16:25  And at midnight Paul and Silas prayed, and sang praises unto GOD: and the prisoners heard them. 

Act 16:26  And suddenly there was a great earthquake, so that the foundations of the prison were shaken: and immediately all the doors were opened, and every one's bands were loosed. 

Act 16:27  And the keeper of the prison awaking out of his sleep, and seeing the prison doors open, he drew out his sword, and would have killed himself, supposing that the prisoners had been fled. 

Act 16:28  But Paul cried with a loud voice, saying, Do thyself no harm: for we are all here. 

Act 16:29  Then he called for a light, and sprang in, and came trembling, and fell down before Paul and Silas, 

Act 16:30  And brought them out, and said, Sirs, what must I do to be saved? 

Act 16:31  And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house. 

Act 16:32  And they spake unto him the word of the Lord, and to all that were in his house. 

Act 16:33  And he took them the same hour of the night, and washed their stripes; and was baptized, he and all his, straightway. 

Act 16:34  And when he had brought them into his house, he set meat before them, and rejoiced, believing in GOD with all his house. 

Paul and silis did not worry about what was happening with the situation that they were in there situation was desperate they did not have reason in the normal since to have hope yet they were singing praises to GOD and there was a great result to this 

What was that result GOD used it to save the prison keepers entire family and there was a reckoning for him there was no condemnation for the prison keeper but we can see that there is a change in him from keeping Paul and silis in the deepest part of the prison and there is then invited into the house. 

Gen 4:2  And she again bore his brother Abel. And Abel was a keeper of sheep, but Cain was a tiller of the ground. 

Gen 4:3  And in process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of the fruit of the ground an offering unto the LORD. 

Gen 4:4  And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat thereof. And the LORD had respect unto Abel and to his offering: 

Gen 4:5  But unto Cain and to his offering he had not respect. And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance fell. 

Look at Cain and Abel with the sacrifices that they gave to GOD and why one was accepted and the other was not and there is a difference and that difference is that of the heart of the sacrifice not what is sacrificed to GOD because at this time they did not know what was the proper sacrifice animals but they in Leviticus both offerings of meat and offerings or crop were acceptable to GOD but what really mattered heart is the state of worship of the two brothers

Joh 12:2  There they made him a supper; and Martha served: but Lazarus was one of them that sat at the table with him. 

Joh 12:3  Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped his feet with her hair: and the house was filled with the odor of the ointment. 

Joh 12:4  Then saith one of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, which should betray him, 

Joh 12:5  Why was not this ointment sold for three hundred pence, and given to the poor? 

Joh 12:6  This he said, not that he cared for the poor; but because he was a thief, and had the bag, and bare what was put therein. 

Joh 12:7  Then said Jesus, Let her alone: against the day of my burying hath she kept this. 

Joh 12:8  For the poor always ye have with you; but me ye have not always.
Looking at this particular one we have someone worshiping with great reverence and humbleness and using something that is of great cost to do so there is a resistance against this because of the greed of man he was waiting to have the money to “worship” himself

I want to relate worship and evangelism that we spent so much time at the beginning on there is a number of things that I want to relate this to 

The power of GOD should be manifest in our lives his power his heart in us should make I so that we CANNOT help but to praise him and to worship him

I relised that in the worship service during the IV retreat that there is a number of times that the heart of my worship was not there that I was not sitting there I was going through the motions I know that many times that I have been at a worship service and did not feel like worshiping and that is the time that I know in mind that I need to worship the most because GOD is using whatever is going on to his greater good. 

There is many time that I fail to recognize that worship is more than the act of sitting together and signing songs there is so many times that I fail to recognize that every action that I take should be a act of worship every action that I take should reflect Christ in my life the power of GOD needs to be Powerful manifest in my life SACRIFICE IS A FORM OF WORSHIP   TEACHING IS A FORM OF WORSHIP every action that you take in line with GOD is your spiritual act of worship 

How does this relate to what we started the semester with Evangelism is not only one of the methods that I gave but

What I gave you as outlines is just that outlines and there is any time that you state truth “GODs truth” there is then any time that you give out GODs truth there is a going out of the good news 

Evangelism means coming out and telling about our heavenly father how awesome he is and how wonderful he is to someone else

True evangelism is the act of sharing the good news motivated by worship expressed in thought word and deed.

Jerimiah 20 

What I want to close with is practice of communion and what its meaning is in the old testament you have the Passover lamb that was instated with the exides from Egypt with the blood coving the door protected the house is symbolic of Christ blood for us and that blood is shed so that we can have protection form our sins and we do not have to fulfill the law because Christ did that for us we have the cup that represents Christ blood and the Bread that represents Christ body I we will end with that partaking of communion so that we can see that this also is a act of worship

Luk 22:19  And he took bread, and gave thanks, and broke it, and gave unto them, saying, This is my body which is given for you: this do in remembrance of me. 

Luk 22:20  Likewise also the cup after supper, saying, This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed for you.
