Praise and thanksgiving 

There is a difference in thanksgiving and in praise what is the difference well let us look at the definitions of the two 

Thanksgiving 

thanks•giv•ing    (thangks�giv‚ing)  n.1. the act of giving thanks. 2. an expression of thanks, esp. to God. 3. a public celebration in acknowledgment of divine favor. 4.  (cap.) THANKSGIVING DAY. [1525–35]

Praise

6. to offer grateful homage to (God or a deity) , as in words or song.

We can see that there is a subtle difference between the two but both of them are intertwined with one another the main difference is that we give thanksgiving for the things that God has already given us and Praise for who his is what he has given us and what he will give us 

Again I will go back to the Lords Prayer because it is the example that he gave us we will look at two parts of this prayer first is the mat 6:9 were we have him saying Hallowed be your name read this 

Mat 6:9  Therefore pray in this way: Our Father, who is in Heaven, Hallowed be Your name. 

Mat 6:10  Your kingdom come, Your will be done, on earth as it is in Heaven. 

Mat 6:11  Give us this day our daily bread

Mat 6:12  and forgive us our debts as we also forgive our debtors. 

Mat 6:13  And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil. For Yours is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever. Amen. 

What does hallowed mean it means 

 Hallowed; consecrated or set apart to a sacred use, or to the service or worship of God

 So insert who is in heaven worship of god be your name 

The verse 13b is left out in the Arabic and Vulgate Latin version
Paul wrote many letters throughout the time that his ministry went we have a number of different instances of him giving Praise and thanksgiving to God 

2Th 1:3  We are bound to thank God always for you, brethren, as it is meet, because that your faith groweth exceedingly, and the charity of every one of you all toward each other aboundeth;    (thanks) 

1Th 1:2  We give thanks to God always for you all, making mention of you in our prayers; 

(thanks)

Eph 1:3  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ: 

Eph 1:4  According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before him in love:   (praise and thanks implied by his praise)

2Co 1:3  Blessed be God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of mercies, and the God of all comfort;   (praise)

1Co 1:4  I thank my God always on your behalf, for the grace of God which is given you by Jesus Christ; 

1Co 1:5  That in every thing ye are enriched by him, in all utterance, and in all knowledge;

(thanks)

We have looked at a number of things that Paul has used to have for praise so that we have him giving thanks and praise to God at the beginning of a number of his letters 

I want to look a little closer on praise and what it means and examples of that in the bible 

I want to look at David and what he did praising the lord 

Go to 2 Sam 6:13 through end 

Look at David praising the lord he is willing to become completely undignified in his manner of praise to the lord he was praising the lord for the ark coming back
