Witness vs. witnessing 

Witness is what we are 

And witnessing is what we are supposed to be doing 

Gal 5:22  But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 

Gal 5:23  gentleness, and self-control. There is no law against such things. 

The fruts of the spirt love….   This is what we should be doing so that we can see Christ in us  this is all within our sphere of influence 

Psa 34:8  O taste and see that the LORD is good: blessed is the man that trusteth in him.

Who is supposed to be a witness for Christ? 

Mar 16:15  And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. 

Mar 16:16  He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned. 

Mar 16:17  And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; 

Mar 16:18  They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover. 

Mar 16:19  So then after the Lord had spoken unto them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God. 

Mar 16:20  And they went forth, and preached every where, the Lord working with them, and confirming the word with signs following. Amen. 

Note it does not say someone else but you yourself are to go 

This is something that is critical there are many people that say that they will give money for people to go but are unwilling to go themselves

Act 1:8  But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.
Luk 24:46  And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behoved Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day: 

Luk 24:47  And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. 

They were in Jerusalem 

It does not stop there but that is where it starts 

At what time are we witnesses for Christ 

2Timothy 4:5  But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, do the work of an evangelist, make full proof of thy ministry. 

Evangelist also Preacher 

Also go to the strong numbers for proof so that they are better able to see the meaning of the verse 

What do we need to witness to people 

Luk 24:49  I am sending on you what my Father promised. But stay here in the city until you have been clothed with power from on high."

What is the power it is the holy spirit

When does the hs and what happens when he does come 

Acts 2

Act 2:1  When the day of Pentecost came, all of them were together in one place. 

Act 2:2  Suddenly, a sound like the roaring of a mighty windstorm came from heaven and filled the whole house where they were sitting. 

Act 2:3  They saw tongues like flames of fire that separated, and one rested on each of them. 

Act 2:4  All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit gave them that ability. 

This is something that I maby should or should not cover depends on how I feel 

This is a spiritual battle therefore we need to have our weapons ready and also we have to depend on our superstar player 

The disiples were prepared from the time that they had spent with Jesus  but they were still dependent on the HS to do the work they did What Jesus told them to do and 

They now have the hs what was the result :

Act 2:5  Now devout Jews from every nation under heaven were living in Jerusalem. 

Act 2:6  When that sound came, the crowd rushed together and was startled because each one heard the disciples speaking in his own language. 

Act 2:7  Stunned and amazed, they asked, "All of these people who are speaking are Galileans, aren't they? 

Act 2:8  So how is it that each one of us hears them speaking in his own native language? 

Act 2:9  We are Parthians, Medes, Elamites, people from Mesopotamia, Judea, Cappadocia, Pontus, Asia, 

Act 2:10  Phrygia, Pamphylia, Egypt, the district of Libya near Cyrene, and visitors from Rome. 

Act 2:11  We are Jews, proselytes, Cretans, and Arabs. Yet we hear them telling in our own tongues the great deeds of God!" 

Act 2:12  All of them continued to be stunned and puzzled, and they kept asking one another, "What can this mean?" 

Stop them here what do we see happening here knowing what we know 

They are doing something that is new and different speaking in tongues 

Act 2:13  But others kept saying in derision, "They're full of sweet wine!" 

The people there thought that they were drunk but Peter did a number on this one with his reply 

The same peater that denied jesus three time and once to a slave girl 

Act 2:14  Then Peter stood up with the eleven, raised his voice, and addressed them, "Men of Judea and everyone living in Jerusalem! You must understand something, so pay close attention to my words. 

Act 2:15  These men are not drunk as you suppose, for it's only nine o'clock in the morning. 

Act 2:16  Rather, this is what was spoken through the prophet Joel: 

Act 2:17  'In the last days, God says, I will pour out my Spirit on everyone. Your sons and your daughters will prophesy, your young men will see visions, and your old men will dream dreams. 

Act 2:18  In those days I will even pour out my Spirit on my slaves, men and women alike, and they will prophesy. 

Act 2:19  I will work wonders in the sky above and signs on the earth below: blood, fire, and clouds of smoke. 

Act 2:20  The sun will turn to darkness, and the moon to blood, before the coming of the great and glorious Day of the Lord. 

He dispels and killed any doubt that they were drunk and explained it using scripture bringing in scripture that all of the Jews there knew then he started to witness 

Act 2:21  Then whoever calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.' 

Act 2:22  "Fellow Israelites, listen to these words! Jesus from Nazareth was a man accredited to you by God through miracles, wonders, and signs that God performed through him among you, as you yourselves know.

 He Is not talking to people that were ingnorent of the events surrounding Jesus death but instead man were witnessis to it 

Act 2:23  This very man, after he was arrested according to the predetermined plan and foreknowledge of God, you crucified and killed by the hands of lawless men. 

Act 2:24  But God raised him up and destroyed the pains of death, since it was impossible for him to be held in its power. 

I am skipping part of act 2 here but in this part peater contiues to preach and what he talks about is exient. 

With him witnessing what was the result 

Act 2:37  When they heard this, they were pierced to the heart. They asked Peter and the other apostles, "Brothers, what should we do?" 

Act 2:38  Peter answered them, "Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. Then you will receive the Holy Spirit as a gift.

 You receve the hs as a gift after you belive   eph :13 

Act 2:39  For this promise belongs to you and your children, as well as to all those who are far away, whom the Lord our God may call to himself." 

Act 2:40  With many more words he continued to testify and to plead with them, saying, "Be saved from this corrupt generation!" 

Act 2:41  So those who welcomed his message were baptized, and that day about 3,000 persons were added to them. 

Act 2:42  They continually devoted themselves to the teaching of the apostles, to fellowship, to the breaking of bread, and to times of prayer.

Some key points before they were hiding initially when Jesus appeared to them to start with they were scared to death and they were not obviously going to do this on there own 

Afterwards they were boldly preaching the gospel to the people that watched Christ crucified.  

Side note this part makes a great apologetics piece.

But there is a cost to serving Christ what is it 

Rejection 

When someone that you are witnessing to rejects you they are not rejecting you but Christ in your life it is the HS that is responsible for drawing them to him not your responsibility you only are required to tell them the good news and God will take care of the rest you do not know how God will use your witness he could use it to plant a seed in the person or to water but as Paul said it is God that brings the increase

Luk 14:25  Now large crowds were traveling with Jesus. He turned and said to them, 

Luk 14:26  "If anyone comes to me and does not hate his father, mother, wife, children, brothers, and sisters, as well as his own life, he can't be my disciple. 

Luk 14:27  Whoever doesn't carry his cross and follow me can't be my disciple. 

What is the meaning of carrying a cross
